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Fort Hunter Liggett
I.  Mission:  Supports training and readiness for U.S. Army Reserve and National Guard units located throughout the United States. Provides services and training facilities to active and reserve components of the Army, Air Force, Navy and Marine Corps.  The installation is operated by the U.S. Army Reserve Command as a direct-reporting installation of Fort McCoy, Wis.

II.  History:  Fort Hunter Liggett was purchased from the estate of William Randolph Hearst in 1940 to train soldiers during World War II and later was used for that purpose during the Korean conflict. The installation was named in honor of Lt. Gen. Hunter Liggett, who served during the Spanish-American War and later as the Chief of Staff for Gen. John J. Pershing during World War I.  Liggett also was the first commander of I Corps.  After the Korean conflict the base was used as a training site and controlled by the Army Command at Fort Ord, Calif. The Seventh Infantry was the primary user of the fort until the closure of Fort Ord in 1992 and the deactivation of the Seventh Infantry.  The installation was then under the command of Fort Lewis, Wash., and utilized by the Training and Experimentation Battalion until its disbandment in 1997. In 1995 the installation was taken over by the U.S. Army Reserve Command. 

III.  Total Acreage:  165,500 acres, with all but 500 acres available for training purposes.  Additionally, Fort Hunter Liggett has use of 95,000 acres of the adjoining Los Padres National Forest for special operations training.  Fort Hunter Liggett is the eighth largest Army installation in terms of available training acreage.

IV.  Training Load (Fiscal Year 2001):  32,339 personnel, accounting for more than 386,067 mandays of training.  This includes active- and reserve-component personnel of the Army, Navy, Air Force and Marine Corps.

V.  Major Tenant Activities:  The Army/Air Force Exchange Service, the Defense Commissary Agency, the 91st Division (Forward), the 104th Division (Institutional Training), 63rd Reserve Support Command, Equipment Concentration Site, 3/356th Logistics Support Battalion, and U.S. Navy-Construction Battalion.

VI.  Facilities:  A TUSI Army-Heliport(Flight Advisor capable; 33 drop zones; a C-130 combat assault air strip; restricted air space to FL 240; nap of the earth/night vision devices flight routes; a known distance range; a hand grenade range; an engineer demo range; a 25-meter zero range (M-16); a 10-meter zero range (crew served); a state-of-the-art qualification range; an automated record fire range; a modified record fire range; a combat pistol course; a military police firearms qualification course; a multi-purpose range complex; a full-service ammunition supply point; a rappelling tower; a confidence/obstacle course; a combat conditioning course; a natural rappelling tower; a bayonet assault course; a pugil training pit; a hand-to-hand combat pit; a drown-proofing facility; a land navigation course (basic and advanced); a nuclear, biological and chemical chamber, an equipment concentration site, and a modern 500-acre cantonment area that includes permanent administrative offices, classroom facilities, conference facilities and services, housing accommodations for 157 personnel, as well as Morale, Welfare and Recreation facilities.
