It includes, for example, the contractor's record of conforming to contract requirements and to standards of good workmanship; the contractor's record of forecasting and controlling costs; the contractor's adherence to contract schedules, including the administrative aspects of performance; the contractor's history of reasonable and cooperative behavior and commitment to customer satisfaction; and generally, the contractor's business-like concern for the interest of the customer. Contractor past performance information is one of the tools that support Army efforts to acquire best value and is used to evaluate performance risk in source selection.  The feedback provided by the government to the contractor in collecting PPI, and the knowledge that PPI will be used in future source selection decisions, should result in improved performance and a greater contractor focus on customer satisfaction.

2.  Assessment Period.  Performance Assessment Reports (PAR) shall be prepared IAW AFARS Subpart 42 upon physical completion of the contract.  If the period of performance will exceed 18 months, an “interim” assessment report shall be prepared at the completion of 12 months performance and annually thereafter until the contract is physically complete.  An out-of-cycle or “addendum” report may be prepared if there is a need to record an extraordinary event prior to the next regularly scheduled evaluation or if it is necessary to report a meaningful occurrence during the period between physical completion of the contract and contract closeout.  Additionally, addendum reports may be prepared to record contractor’s performance relative to contract closeout and other administrative requirements (e.g. final indirect cost proposals, technical data, etc.).

3.  Completion Due Date.  The government will complete the PAR within 60 days after the end of the assessment rating period.  

4.  Evaluators.  The Contracting Officer and the Contracting Officer’s Representative will jointly complete the performance assessment. 

5.  Contracts Performance Elements.  The contractor’s performance shall be assessed in accordance with elements and rating system set forth in AFARS Subpart 42.

6.  Contractor Review.  The Contracting Officer will furnish a copy of the PAR to the contractor requesting that the contractor submit comments, rebutting statements, or additional information to the Contracting Officer within 30 calendar days of receipt.  Failure to respond within the designated timeframe will be taken as agreement with the assessment.

7.  Contract Concurrence.  Where a contractor concurs with, or takes no exception to a PAR, such report shall be considered final and releasable for use in source selection and other deliberative purposes.

8.  Contractor Rebuttal.  Where a contractor takes exception to a performance report, the Contracting Officer will review the contractor’s rebuttal or comments and make appropriate changes.  If the Contracting Officer makes changes, the changed rating will be reflected in the narrative.  The Contracting Officer will make all reasonable efforts to reconcile the report and the contractor’s comments.  However, it is not necessary that they reach agreement on the report where such is clearly impracticable.  The contractor’s rebuttal or comments shall be made part of the PAR.

9.  Resolving Disagreements Between the Government and the Contractor.  In the event disagreements between the parties regarding the PAR occur, the Contracting Officer will review the rebuttal and make appropriate changes.  If no agreement is reached, the PAR is forwarded to the Reviewing Official (Director of Contracting) along with the Contracting Officer’s Findings and Recommendation and supporting documentation.  The decision of the Reviewing Official is final.  Copies of the PAR and the contractor’s response and review comments, if any, shall be retained as part of the evaluation.  

10.  Release of Contractor Performance Evaluation Information.  The evaluation will not be released to other than government personnel and the contractor whose performance is evaluated.  The performance evaluation information will be input in the Construction Contractor Appraisal System (CCASS) or Past Performance Information Management System (PPIMS) databases, which are consolidated repositories for all Army PPI.

11.  Source Selection Information.  Departments and agencies will electronically access the PAR information to support future award decisions.

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.216-7     ALLOWABLE COST AND PAYMENT (FEB 2002) 

(a) Invoicing. The Government shall make payments to the Contractor when requested as work progresses, but (except for small business concerns) not more often than once every 2 weeks, in amounts determined to be allowable by the Contracting Officer in accordance with Subpart 31.2 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) in effect on the date of this contract and the terms of this contract. The Contractor may submit to an authorized representative of the Contracting Officer, in such form and reasonable detail as the representative may require, an invoice or voucher supported by a statement of the claimed allowable cost for performing this contract. 

(b) Reimbursing costs. (1) For the purpose of reimbursing allowable costs (except as provided in paragraph (b)(2) of this section, with respect to pension, deferred profit sharing, and employee stock ownership plan contributions), the term "costs" includes only-- 

(i) Those recorded costs that, at the time of the request for reimbursement, the Contractor has paid by cash, check, or other form of actual payment for items or services purchased directly for the contract; 

(ii) When the Contractor is not delinquent in paying costs of contract performance in the ordinary course of business, costs incurred, but not necessarily paid, for-- 

(A) Supplies and services purchased directly for the contract and associated financing payments to subcontractors, provided payments will be made--

(1) In accordance with the terms and conditions of a subcontract or invoice; and

(2) Ordinarily prior to the submission of the Contractor's next payment request to the Government;

(B) Materials issued from the Contractor's inventory and placed in the production process for use on the contract; 

(C) Direct labor; 

(D) Direct travel; 

(E) Other direct in-house costs; and 

(F) Properly allocable and allowable indirect costs, as shown in the records maintained by the Contractor for purposes of obtaining reimbursement under Government contracts; and 

(iii) The amount of financing payments that have been paid by cash, check, or other forms of payment to subcontractors.

(2) Accrued costs of Contractor contributions under employee pension plans shall be excluded until actually paid unless--

(i) The Contractor's practice is to make contributions to the retirement fund quarterly or more frequently; and

(ii) The contribution does not remain unpaid 30 days after the end of the applicable quarter or shorter payment period (any contribution remaining unpaid shall be excluded from the Contractor's indirect costs for payment purposes).

(3) Notwithstanding the audit and adjustment of invoices or vouchers under paragraph (g) of this clause, allowable indirect costs under this contract shall be obtained by applying indirect cost rates established in accordance with paragraph (d) of this clause. 

(4) Any statements in specifications or other documents incorporated in this contract by reference designating performance of services or furnishing of materials at the Contractor's expense or at no cost to the Government shall be disregarded for purposes of cost-reimbursement under this clause. 

(c) Small business concerns. A small business concern may receive more frequent payments than every 2 weeks.

(d) Final indirect cost rates. (1) Final annual indirect cost rates and the appropriate bases shall be established in accordance with Subpart 42.7 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) in effect for the period covered by the indirect cost rate proposal. 

(2)(i) The Contractor shall submit an adequate final indirect cost rate proposal to the Contracting Officer (or cognizant Federal agency official) and auditor within the 6-month period following the expiration of each of its fiscal years.  (ii) The proposed rates shall be based on the Contractor's actual cost experience for that period. The appropriate Government representative and the Contractor shall establish the final indirect cost rates as promptly as practical after receipt of the Contractor's proposal.

 (3) The Contractor and the appropriate Government representative shall execute a written understanding setting forth the final indirect cost rates. The understanding shall specify (i) the agreed-upon final annual indirect cost rates, (ii) the bases to which the rates apply, (iii) the periods for which the rates apply, (iv) any specific indirect cost items treated as direct costs in the settlement, and (v) the affected contract and/or subcontract, identifying any with advance agreements or special terms and the applicable rates. The understanding shall not change any monetary ceiling, contract obligation, or specific cost allowance or disallowance provided for in this contract. The understanding is incorporated into this contract upon execution. 

(4) Within 120 days after settlement of the final indirect cost rates covering the year in which this contract is physically complete (or longer, if approved in writing by the Contracting Officer), the Contractor shall submit a completion invoice or voucher to reflect the settled amounts and rates. 

(5) Failure by the parties to agree on a final annual indirect cost rate shall be a dispute within the meaning of the Disputes clause. 

(e) Billing rates. Until final annual indirect cost rates are established for any period, the Government shall reimburse the Contractor at billing rates established by the Contracting Officer or by an authorized representative (the cognizant auditor), subject to adjustment when the final rates are established. These billing rates-- 

(1) Shall be the anticipated final rates; and 

(2) May be prospectively or retroactively revised by mutual agreement, at either party's request, to prevent substantial overpayment or underpayment. 

(f) Quick-closeout procedures. Quick-closeout procedures are applicable when the conditions in FAR 42.708(a) are satisfied. 

(g) Audit. At any time or times before final payment, the Contracting Officer may have the Contractor's invoices or vouchers and statements of cost audited. Any payment may be (1) reduced by amounts found by the Contracting Officer not to constitute allowable costs or (2) adjusted for prior overpayments or underpayments. 

(h) Final payment. (1) Upon approval of a completion invoice or voucher submitted by the Contractor in accordance with paragraph (d)(4) of this clause, and upon the Contractor's compliance with all terms of this contract, the Government shall promptly pay any balance of allowable costs and that part of the fee (if any) not previously paid. 

(2) The Contractor shall pay to the Government any refunds, rebates, credits, or other amounts (including interest, if any) accruing to or received by the Contractor or any assignee under this contract, to the extent that those amounts are properly allocable to costs for which the Contractor has been reimbursed by the Government. Reasonable expenses incurred by the Contractor for securing refunds, rebates, credits, or other amounts shall be allowable costs if approved by the Contracting Officer. Before final payment under this contract, the Contractor and each assignee whose assignment is in effect at the time of final payment shall execute and deliver-- 

(i) An assignment to the Government, in form and substance satisfactory to the Contracting Officer, of refunds, rebates, credits, or other amounts (including interest, if any) properly allocable to costs for which the Contractor has been reimbursed by the Government under this contract; and 

(ii) A release discharging the Government, its officers, agents, and employees from all liabilities, obligations, and claims arising out of or under this contract, except-- 

(A) Specified claims stated in exact amounts, or in estimated amounts when the exact amounts are not known; 

(B) Claims (including reasonable incidental expenses) based upon liabilities of the Contractor to third parties arising out of the performance of this contract; provided, that the claims are not known to the Contractor on the date of the execution of the release, and that the Contractor gives notice of the claims in writing to the Contracting Officer within 6 years following the release date or notice of final payment date, whichever is earlier; and 

(C) Claims for reimbursement of costs, including reasonable incidental expenses, incurred by the Contractor under the patent clauses of this contract, excluding, however, any expenses arising from the Contractor's indemnification of the Government against patent liability.

A standard Man-Year Equivalent of 2080 hours will be used throughout the proposal.  The Productive Man-year Equivalent (FTE) is derived from the standard man-year equivalent.  This will vary by year due to influences such as SCA entitlement to vacation, sick leave, training, and other non-productive time that makes up the difference between staffing and effective productivity.  Offeror shall clearly define the Productive Man-year Equivalent in annual hours and provide the detail of adjustments to explain the difference between standard hours and productive hours.  Offeror shall identify any positions(s) for which other than full-time personnel are proposed.

L.5.2.  PREPARATION OF PART I:

The executed Request for Proposal and Representations and Certifications shall include the signed original of all documents requiring signature of the Offeror (i.e., SF33, Section K, Representations and Certifications).  Use of reproductions of signed originals is authorized in the duplicated copies of the proposal.  All certifications required by the solicitation shall be completed in Part I, in addition to identification of the Offeror’s cognizant DCAA office. 

L.5.3.  PREPARATION OF PART II – Technical Proposal  (Factor)

Policies, Plans, and Procedures:

Part II - Technical Proposal shall, at minimum, include a textual reference or description of the Offeror’s current systems or planned approach for the following areas.  These plans shall be included within the section that will maintain responsibility for the plan.  Formal submission of each plan will be IAW the CDRL at Section C.8.

· Training Plan

· Contingency Plan

· Property Control System Plan

· Management Control Plan

· Quality Control Plan 

· Safety Plan 

· Security Plan

· Subcontract Adminstration Plan

The technical proposal shall be organized so that a presentation of the evaluation factors shown in Section M shall be included under each of the functional areas listed in Section C.5.  For each major functional area provide the following:

a. Technical Resources (Subfactor)
Technical Methodology (Element):  Technical Methodology is methodology that the Offeror will use to perform all of the work included in the solicitation.  Items to consider shall include, but not be limited to technical procedures, processes, control methods, and new or innovative approaches that provide the level of service required in the PWS.  The Offeror shall demonstrate how their application of personnel, equipment and material resources will be utilized to accomplish the work required in each major functional area and include:

       (1) A line and block organizational chart for first line supervision and below to show the chain of command for each major function.

       (2) A man-hour Staffing Matrix for first line supervisors and below for each major functional area.  The Offeror shall clearly identify the knowledge, skills and abilities (KSA's) that would be required for each position. b. Quality Management (Subfactor):

Describe how you plan to monitor the status of the various functions being performed and how you will communicate information to the Government.  Describe demonstrated practices for controlling and scheduling work performance.  Discuss quality control (QC) methods, responsibilities, reports, and resolution actions.  Include the ability to reduce Government quality assurance (QA) through effective Offeror QC.  Identify your proposed approach to ensure and monitor customer satisfaction. 

c. Technical Approach (Subfactor):

Management Plan (Element):  The Offeror's management plan shall address policies and procedures for the overall approach considered reasonable and necessary to support the performance of the functions in this solicitation.  This plan shall contain a defined set of management objectives.  The technical approach shall encompass all areas of contract performance to ensure quality, efficiency, and timeliness.

Overall Administration (Element):
       (1) Organization.  Provide an organizational line and block chart from top-level management to and including first line supervisors.  Explain the management techniques or procedures to be utilized to accomplish the basic functions of planning, organizing and controlling for each function depicted on the organizational structure, to include the proposed interface and relationships between major functional areas for project management and administration.

       (2) Staffing.  Describe plans for initial staffing, replacement staffing, recruiting, and maintaining adequately experienced and trained personnel.  Identify the key positions. If information is being provided for key personnel, that fact shall be clearly stated.  Include the following information for each reference.  If the information is being submitted for subcontracts, the Offeror must identify the prime Contract and the information listed below.

a) Name of Company

b) Name of contracting activity

c) Contract number

d) Contract type

e) Total contract value with total obligated to date

f) Contract work

g) (*) PCO and ACO or Commercial Equivalent (Name, address, phone number, including FAX Number) of at least two references on each non-Federal reference

h) Program manager and telephone number

i) List of major subcontractors

(*) NOTE:  The burden for providing up-to-date PM/PCO/ACO information rests with the Offeror.  The Government will not seek out corrections to incomplete or insufficient information on behalf of Offerors.  Unverifiable information will not be considered in past performance assessment.

       (2) The Offeror shall provide with his proposal consent from all subcontractor and joint venture partners allowing the Government, as needed, to disclose past performance information obtained from/about the different entities with the Offeror.

       (3) Offeror will be evaluated on his/her performance under existing and prior contracts for similar products or services.  Performance information will be used for both responsibility determinations and as an evaluation factor.  The Government will focus on information that demonstrates quality of performance relative to the size and complexity of the procurement under consideration IAW 19.12.02-3.  References other than those identified by the Offeror may be contacted by the Government with the information received used in the evaluation of the Offeror's past performance as well as any past performance information of Offeror obtained by other Government departments and agencies.

L.5.5.  PREPARATION OF PART IV – Small Business Participation Proposal (Factor)

All Offeror (regardless of business size) shall provide information which addresses the extent they propose to utilize and have previously utilized small business, veteran-owned small business, small disadvantaged business, HUBZone small business concerns, and women-owned small business concerns at the prime contract or subcontract level.  Specific goals for each small business category shall be identified for this solicitation and include a crosswalk to the cost proposal.  This proposal shall be incorporated into the overall Subcontract Administration Plan.

L.5.6.  PREPARATION OF PART V - Cost Proposal (Factor):

    a. General:  The Offeror's cost proposal shall address a complete and auditable description of costs for the performance of all work.  The narrative used to support cost spreadsheets must be practical, straightforward, concise, and complete.  The cost proposal shall include in detail all information related to the estimated cost of this solicitation.   Offerors shall use the Cost Proposal Template provided in Section J, Attachment A-7 for this purpose (reference FAR 15.403-5).  Additional text in support of this format may be provided as deemed necessary by the Offeror to insure a complete submission.

    b.  Certificate of Indirect Costs:  The Contracting Officer will require the Offeror to execute the certificate IAW FAR 52.242-4 prior to contract award.  

    c.  The Offeror is not required to certify cost or pricing data.  However, after receipt of proposals, if the Contracting Officer determines that certification is required, the Offeror shall provide certified cost or pricing data as requested by the Contracting Officer.  Field pricing assistance will be requested from Offeror’s cognizant Defense Contract Audit Agency (DCAA) office, as required, in supporting a determination of price reasonableness and cost realism, and to ensure Offeror’s cost accounting system and systems of internal controls are adequate for Government contracts.  Any proposed subcontracts shall be supported with the degree of costing data required by the prime to include the labor detail format and the total cost summary.  The prime shall include the results of the proposed subcontract analyses and submit the subcontractor data as part of its cost or pricing submissions.

    d. The cost proposal shall include in detail all information related to the estimated cost of performing the effort described in this solicitation.  Figures shall include total reimbursable cost, base fee and maximum proposed award fee.  Supporting breakdown must be furnished for each element of cost (to include overhead and G&A pools, payroll-related costs, etc) consistent with the Offeror's cost accounting system.  Each element of cost shall be fully explained as to how the amounts were computed.

(c) The annual cost of supplies and materials for use in performing the requirements of the Performance Work Statement (PWS) are estimated at $1,950,000 million, as indicated in C.3.2.7 of the PWS.  For evaluation purposes, Offeror is required to include this total cost in their cost proposal for CLINS 0002, 1002, 2002, 3002, and 4002 of the bid schedule.  The annual estimated amount of $1,950,000 shall not reflect any inflation rate.

(2) Subcontracts:  Proposed subcontracting costs, supported with the basis for source establishment, the degree of competition sought and obtained, analysis of proposed prices/costs necessary for determination of price reasonableness, and the basis for selection of contract type.

(3) Direct Labor:

           (a) A breakdown of labor hours, rates and costs (to include fringe benefits, any labor overhead, etc) by appropriate category and basis for estimate shall be provided, to include overtime/overtime premium.

           (b) Offerors shall identify skill categories that are considered subject to the Service Contract Act which are not included in the Wage Determination incorporated herein.  Cost for these positions shall be applied in accordance with the conformance tables prepared to justify the positions.

           (c) The proposed productive work-year shall be identified and supported with a detailed breakout of the work-year composition.  The variance between the productive work year and standard work year (2080 hours) shall be fully explained..

           (d) The total proposed overtime premium amount shall be identified for use after negotiations or at time of award with FAR 52.222-2, Payment for Overtime Premiums of Section I.

            (e) Except as provided for in paragraph (i), it is required that proposed direct labor rates for all direct labor categories be based on the divisions by 40 of each employee’s salary, or average weekly earnings, to represent a normal 40-hour work week and that overhead rates and other costs be based on employees working a normal 40 hour work week.            (f) Payroll related costs.  Indicate whether it is the Offeror’s standard accounting practice to allocate any payroll costs.  If so, explain.            (i) Labor Cost Escalation.  It is anticipated that for cost realism, base labor rates for exempt personnel will be escalated in the out years.  Escalation should be consistent with he latest OMB Circular No. A-76 (Revised) Transmittal Memorandum at the time of proposal submission. Minor adjustments to the length of specific briefings may be authorized at the sole discretion of the Government.  Offeror will receive an out briefing at the conclusion of the day’s activities.     d. The Offeror’s briefing team shall be limited to no more than six participants at a time for the Offeror briefing and question and answer session.  The six members may be dynamically assigned between individual presentations.  It is not necessary that the same six people conduct the entire presentation.  Offeror is encouraged to have the individual proposed to fill the key position of Project Manager participate in the presentation.  

    e. The Government will not accept for evaluation any additional documentation other than the presentation slides.  These presentation slides shall be submitted with the proposal.

L.5.8.  SEQUENCE OF EVENTS DURING PROPOSAL EVALUATION:

    c.  Where discussions are appropriate, Items for Negotiation (IFN) will be provided the Offeror identifying areas of proposal deficiency or weakness, and items requiring clarification.  Offeror shall respond to all IFN(s) during discussions in accordance with guidance provided by the Contracting Officer.

OFFEROR IS HEREBY ADVISED THE GOVERNMENT RESERVES THE RIGHT TO MAKE AWARD WITHOUT DISCUSSIONS; THEREFORE, OFFEROR SHOULD PROPOSE THE BEST OFFER INITIALLY.

    d.  Once discussions have concluded Offeror will be afforded an opportunity to refine their proposal and will be requested to submit a proposal revision, to the Government.  Any adjustment to price reflected in the proposal revision should provide a complete and traceable audit trail as to exactly how the changes took place. Selection procedures, the evaluation of offers received in response to the solicitation, and resulting contract award may take up to 9 months to complete.  As a result, the Minimum Acceptance Period identified in Item 12 of the Standard Form 33 shall require that any proposal submitted in response to the RFP be guaranteed a minimum of 270 calendar days.

EVALUATION FACTORS FOR AWARD
M.1.  GENERAL CONSIDERATIONS


a.  This is an Office of Management Budget (OMB) A-76 generated effort in support of Fort Hunter Liggett’s entire base commercial activity study requirement.  This solicitation is part of a Department of the Army cost comparison (following the guidelines of OMB Circular A-76) to determine whether accomplishing the specified work under contract or by Government performance is more economical.  If Government performance is determined to be more economical, this solicitation will be cancelled and no contract will be awarded.

b.  The solicitation effort is based upon a Cost Plus Award Fee (CPAF) type contract.   A Non-Profit Agency (NPA) was selected as a directed source to compete against the Management Team MEO under the provisions of the Javits, Wagner, O’Day  (JWOD) Act.  The NPA proposal will be used to conduct a cost comparison against the Management Team’s Most Efficient Organization (MEO) offer.   

      c.  The Offeror’s proposal submitted in response to this solicitation will be evaluated in accordance with

the evaluation factors set out in this section.  The viability of the proposal will be based on an assessment of the

following evaluation areas: 

      I: Technical (Technically Acceptable)

      II: Past Performance (Technically Acceptable)

      III: Small Business Participation (Technically Acceptable)

      IV: Cost/Price  (Cost Realism Determination)

M.2.  BASIS FOR EVALUATION

               a.   This solicitation anticipates a result in which there will be an A-76 cost comparison between the Management Team MEO and a proposal submitted by the NPA.  Prior to this cost comparison, the Army Audit Agency (AAA) will review the Management Team MEO.  An Evaluation Board (EB) will review the NPA’s proposal. 

               b.   The purpose of the EB is to ensure that the proposal submitted by the NPA is “Technically Acceptable”.  The evaluation will be conducted in accordance with the following criteria:  

                     (1)  “Technically Acceptable” is defined as any proposal which can be awarded “as is” and contains few, if any, minor weaknesses.  It meets or exceeds the Governments minimum needs and the Government is confident that the NPA can successfully perform the services at the cost proposed.  

                     (2) If the proposal from the NPA is not determined to be “Technically Acceptable”, then the Government will engage in clarification and/or discussions with the NPA for the purpose of making the proposal “Technically Acceptable”. 

                    (3) In order for the proposal to be considered “Technically Acceptable” the proposal must be rated “Acceptable” in the Technical, Past Performance, and Small Business Participation factors and subfactors.  

M.3.  FACTORS AND SUBFACTORS:

a. The factors and sub factors are listed below: 

    I. Technical   

       (a.) Technical Resources  

       (b.) Quality Management 

       (c.) Technical Approach  

   II. Past Performance  

  III. Small Business Participation

  IV. Cost 

M. 4.  EVALUATION APPROACH.

a.  The Government will evaluate the NPA’s proposal strictly in accordance with proposal content and will not assume that performance will include areas not specified in their proposal.

               b. After the initial screening, the proposal will be subject to evaluation by a team of Government personnel (the EB).  

     (1) The following criteria will be used to evaluate the technical factor and sub factors.

          (a) The extent to which the proposal exhibits a clear understanding of the requirement and demonstrates a realistic ability to fulfill contract requirements.

        (b) Completeness of the approach and analysis of the total requirement.

        (c) Feasibility of approach.  The soundness of approach and the extent to which the proposal demonstrates satisfactory methods of accomplishing the requirements within the total cost proposed by the NPA.

           (d) Proposal Risk.  The risk associated with the proposed approach in meeting the Government’s requirement.  Overall the Government’s requirement is to obtain reliable quality service at a reasonable and controlled cost. 

     (2) Past performance will be evaluated based on an assessment of the information submitted by the NPA, or obtained from other sources, regarding prior contract performance including past performance evaluation reports addressing quality of performance, timeliness, cost control, business relations, customer satisfaction,  management of key personnel, and small business participation.  Past performance will include a determination of performance risk, which is based on the NPA’s record of past performance and constitutes the likelihood of the NPA not being able to successfully perform the work contained in the PWS. 

           (a) The Government expressly reserves the right to independently collect past performance information for the NPA. 

            (b) Performance risk is different from proposal risk, which is assessed by the proposal evaluators and is integrated into the rating of each quality sub factor.

            (c) On the rare occasion that the Offeror’s organization has virtually no past performance 

history on related contracts, the Offeror’s lack of past performance will be treated as an unknown performance risk.  Unknown risk is neither favorable nor unfavorable. 

       
(3) The factor of Small Business (SB) participation will be evaluated to determine 1) the extent of the work which will be performed by small business, veteran-owned small business, small disadvantaged business, HUBZone small business concerns, and women-owned small business concerns are specifically identified as subcontractors in the proposal; 2) the extent of the Offeror’s commitment to use these concerns as subcontractors (for example, enforceable commitments will be viewed more heavily than non-enforceable commitments); 3) the extent of proposed participation of these concerns as subcontractors in terms of the value of the total acquisition; and 4) the past performance of Offeror’s in complying with the clauses at FAR 52.219-8, Utilization of Small, Small Disadvantaged and Women-Owned Small Business Concerns; and, if applicable, 52.219-9, Small, Small Disadvantaged and Women-Owned Small Business Subcontracting Plan.  

     (4) Cost will be evaluated by conducting, a cost realism analysis.  The following elements will be evaluated as part of the Government’s cost realism analysis: 

         (a) The NPA’s cost proposal will be compared to an Independent Government Estimate (IGE), which will provide a benchmarking for cost realism analysis.  

                       (b) The balance of proposed costs is the analysis of cost proposed for the base year versus the option years and cost proposed between functional areas.

                       (c) The cost proposal will be evaluated for the appropriate allocation of indirect cost, i.e., overhead and general and administrative costs.

                       (d) The cost variance will be developed after reviewing the technical and management submissions, with regard to the NPA’s proposed methodology of performance and anticipated impact on performance.

          (e) Fee and Incentive Provision Structure is defined as the degree to which the NPA’s proposed fee reflects the NPA’s assumption of risk.  The fee proposed should be sufficient to provide a meaningful positive incentive toward excellence in overall performance and cost savings.  The proposed fee and supporting rationale for each contract period will be evaluated in accordance with DoD Profit Policy.

c.  The initial proposal should contain the NPA’s best terms from a quality and cost standpoint.  If revised proposals are requested, they will be evaluated against the same criteria as the initial offer.

d.  The NPA is reminded that unsupported promises to comply with contractual requirements will not be sufficient.  The proposal must not merely parrot back the contractual requirements, but rather provide a convincing and realistic approach.


e.  The Government will be using win.COMPARE2 for the cost comparison process.

M.5.  GOVERNMENT REVIEW

The Management Team’s MEO will be reviewed by the United States Army Audit Agency (USAAA).  The USAAA will conduct this review in accordance with OMB, DOD, and Army guidance concerning this type of review.

M.6.  COST COMPARISON WITH MOST EFFICIENT ORGANIZATION (MEO)

The NPA’s proposed cost will be formally compared with the Management Team's MEO cost to perform the same services as defined in this solicitation.  The cost comparison study will be performed consistent with OMB Circular A-76 procedures.  The result of this A-76 cost comparison will determine whether the government will award a contract to the NPA or cancel this solicitation and perform the required services consistent with the MEO.

M.7. EVALUATION OF THE MANAGEMENT TEAM MEO’S TECHNICAL PERFORMANCE PLAN (TPP)

a. The Source Selection Authority (SSA) will review the MEO's Technical Performance Plan (TPP), which is a written document prepared in accordance with Section L, but addressing only technical areas.  The SSA will determine whether the TPP is Acceptable or Unacceptable based on the Technical factors and subfactors.  The SSA may request the EB to evaluate the TPP.

b.  The TPP will not be evaluated for the factors of Small Business Participation or Past Performance.

c.  If the SSA determines the TPP is deficient in any area or that the in-house proposal is unclear, the SSA will enter discussions with the Management Team.  The Management Team will revise its proposal until the SSA is satisfied that the TPP meets the requirements of the solicitation/PWS.

d.  The TPP and the NPA proposal will be compared to ensure the TPP offers the same level of perfomance and quality as the NPA proposal.  If it does not, the SSA will direct appropriate changes until he is satisfied both proposals are comparable.

e.  Only when the TPP meets the solicitation/PWS requirements and offers the same level of performance and performance quality as the NPA will the Management Teams’s MEO cost documents be opened for comparison with the NPA’s proposal.

M.8. CONTACT WITH GOVERNMENT EVALUATION TEAM

The NPA will not contact members of the Government evaluation team under any circumstances during the evaluation/review period.  All inquiries related to this solicitation shall be directed to the Fort McCoy Contracting Office.
