5.  C.5.4.4.3.3:  Please define “clean….existing fences”.  Is that the same as “police fence lines” or is this actual cleaning of the fence?

For evaluation purposes, Offeror is required to include this total cost in their cost proposal for CLINS 0002, 0003, 1002, 1003, 2002, 2003, 3002, 3003, 4002, and 4003 of the bid schedule.  The annual estimated amount of $1,950,000 shall not reflect any inflation rate.
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
